Regent’s reds, Garden’s greens and ISE’s blue and gold teams 
were on the field at 4pm Thursday April 29th in the 1st annual 
ESAC softball championships.  The games were friendly, yet 
fierce, and all were close battles that went down to the final 
out.  All teams displayed excellent sportsmanship, as well as 
softball skills in the varsity co-ed lob pitch tourney.  Regents 
Red team, led by the pinpoint accurate pitching of Nolfa and 
the homerun hitting of their big boy, Damo dismantled the 
ISE blue team by a score of 10 – 6 to book their pass into the 
finals.

The MRISA season concluded with the junior girls football hosted by Hanoi International School, Vietnam, as 
twenty ISE footballers joined the other 7 MRISA schools for a weekend of competition, fun and friendship. Both 
girls and boys were in Group A with ISHCMC, ISPP and hosts HIS. 

 
ISE Girls go all the way to Final 
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The ISE girls arrived with quiet confidence and much enthusiasm after a very strong ESAC season. The experience 
gained in the previous weeks was clear as the girls kicked off against hosts HIS and stormed to a comprehensive 5-0 
win. Striker Kanari scored a hat-trick (3 goals) with Eun Young and Sarah K adding the other 2 goals. 

The next game proved much tougher as the girls took on defending MRISA champions ISHCMC. Kanari 
continued her hot goal-scoring streak striking 2 more goals. The 2-1 win was enough to guarantee a semi-final 
place. ISE demonstrated excellent defending and goalkeeping along with smooth passing in midfield and attack. 

The girls battled through fatigue and heat to win the last group game against ISPP and so top the group with 
3 wins out of 3 and a maximum 9 points. The crucial goal was a strange one as the ISPP goalkeeper carried Sarah

The semi final was against SSIS, as the ISE girls produced some delightful football to ease to a 4-0 win. 

Kanari scored all 4, including a quite brilliant solo goal in which she dribbled past 4 defenders. This brought her 
goal tally to 9. Again, credit to goalkeeper Elisa for 2 early outstanding saves. 

And so the final against UNIS. UNIS hit two goals in the early minutes, but the girls never gave in and 
fought strongly to save the game. However, UNIS were clearly a strong team and held their lead to take the 
Championship. The ISE girls should be proud of what they achieved this year. Second place is an excellent 
achievement for such a small MRISA school. Congratulations girls and a big thank-you to all the parents for your 
support throughout the season.

Both Saturday games followed a similar pattern, as ISE dominated, but missed too many chances, before 

losing 1-0 to late goals. Sometimes football results do not reflect or reward the effort of teams and this was certainly 
true for the ISE boys in this event.
